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Introduction

 Improve the physical environment of the school to enable disabled pupils to take better
advantage of education, benefits, facilities and services

* Improve the availability of accessible information to disabled people

Legislation and guidance

This document meets the needs of schedule 10 of the Equality Act 2010 and the DFE
guidance for schools on the Equality Act 2010. The act defines an individual as disabled
or if they have a physical or mental impairment that has a substantial and long-term
adverse effect on their ability to undertake normal day to day activities.

Under the Special Education Needs and Disability (SEND) Code of practice, long term is
defined as ‘a year or more’ and substantial is defined as ‘more than minor or trivial’. This
includes as examples:

* Visual and hearing impairments
* Epilepsy

 Cancer

* Asthma

* Diabetes

We are required to make ‘reasonable adjustments’ for pupils with disabilities under the
Equality Act 2010. This aims to alleviate substantial disadvantage thar a disable pupil may
face in comparison with non-disabled pupils.
